Conditions for Permit No. 6-20 (Tyler Domeier — dog training kennel)

The permit holder shall comply with all applicable laws, rules, and regulations, including but not
limited to Redwood County Ordinance, as hereafter amended from time to time.

The permit holder shall allow the Redwood County Environmental Office to inspect the site of the
project for all purposes permitted by law whenever deemed necessary by the Redwood County
Environmental Office.

The permit holder shall contact all relevant local, state, and federal authorities/entities and inquire
as to whether a permit and/or license is required. If a permit and/or license is required, the permit
holder shall apply for and obtain any and all required permits and/or licenses. A copy of all such
permits and/or licenses shall be provided to the Redwood County Environmental Office upon
request.

The permit holder shall take appropriate and reasonable measures to assure that all surface water
runoff satisfies all applicable local, state, and federal discharge standards.

The permit holder shall not allow the conditional use to be injurious to the use and enjoyment of
other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted. The permit holder shall
not allow the conditional use to impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of
surrounding vacant property for uses predominant to the area.

Adequate utilities, access roads, drainage, and other necessary facilities will be provided and
continue to be provided by the permit holder now and in the future.

Dogs must be under the direct control of the trainer whenever they are outside of the enclosed areas.

Dogs must be fed at least once per day with clean, wholesome food sufficient to meet the normal
daily nutritive requirements for the dog’s age, size, and condition. Feed standards must be those
recommended by the National Research Council. All feeding and watering receptacles must be kept
clean and sanitary.

Clean potable water must be made available to all dogs at least twice daily for periods of not less
than one hour.

Each dog must be identified with a numbered tag affixed to the neck by means of a collar,
identification attached to the cage.

The following records on each dog must be kept for a minimum of 2 years:
a. The date of acquisition and disposition

b. The name and address of the person from whom the dog was received
c. The identification of each dog confined on the premises

d. Description of the dog by approximate age, breed, and sex

Care shall be taken to prevent excessive barking.

Dogs shall not be bred on the site.
