The permit holder shall comply with all applicable laws, rules, and regulations, inciuding
but not {imited to Redwood County Ordinance, as hereafter amended from time to time.

The permit holder shall allow the Redwood County Environmental Office to inspect the
site for all purposes permitted by law whenever deemed necessary by the Redwood County
Environmental Office.

The permit holder shall obtain garbage dumpsters or other appropriate waste storage
receptacles from an approved waste hauler for the temporary storage of general waste and
refuse. The dumpsters and other appropriate waste storage receptacles must be located on
site and no burning of any material shall be allowed in the dumpster or other waste storage
receptacles. A copy of all disposal records and receipts shall be kept on file for no less
than five (5) years and shall be provided to the Redwood County Environmental Qffice
upon request.

The permit holder shall contact all relevant local, state, and federal authorities/entities and
inquire as to whether a permit and/or license is required. If a permit and/or license is
required, the permit holder shall apply for and obtain any and all required permits and/or
licenses. A copy of all such permits and/or licenses shall be provided to the Redwood
County Environmental Office upon request.

The permit holder shall take appropriate and reasonable measures to assure that all surface
water runoff satisfies all applicable local, state, and federal discharge standards.

The permit holder shall abide by and ensure compliance with all local, state, and federal
Handicapped Accessibility Code requirements.

The permit holder shall not allow the conditional use to be injurious to the use and
enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted.

Adequate utilities, access roads, drainage, and other necessary facilities will be provided
and continue to be provided by the permit holder now and in the future.

Commissioners; 3) The Redwood County Environmental Office determines the
permitted facility or conditional use endangers human health or the environment;
and/or (4) The permit holder violates any of the herein described conditions.
