WHEREAS, the Redwood County Highway Department and the Minnesota Department of
Transportation completed a County Road Safety Plan (CRSP) update to align with the state’s Strategic
Highway Safety Plan (SHSP) and support the state’s Toward Zero Deaths (TZD) program; and

WHEREAS, this safety plan was developed in an effort with to reduce severe crashes or those involving
fatalities and serious injuries; and

WHEREAS, this plan process utilizes a data-driven approach, documents at-risk locations, identifies
effective and proven safety improvement strategies, and recommends safety projects to better position the
county to compete for available federal safety funds in the Highway Safety Improvement Program
(HSIP); and

NOW, THERFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Redwood County Highway Department will apply for HSIP
program funds to deliver cost effective, high impact projects that are responsive to community needs and
within our program budget.

FURTHERMORE, the plan is intended to be flexible, recognizing road and bridge priorities may shift
due to rapid changes in highway and bridge conditions, public input, goals, priorities and budget
constraints.

TREE CLEARING COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT AT CSAH 25 AND PARCEL ID 55-996-0020
BETWEEN REDWOOD COUNTY AND THE MINNESOTA VALLEY REGIONAL RAIL
AUTHORITY

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this day of
(the “Effective Date”) by and between the County of Redwood, a political subdivision of the State of
Minnesota (hereinafter the “County”), 403 South Mill Street, Redwood Falls, Minnesota 56283, and The
Minnesota Valley Regional Rail Authority, a political subdivision of the State of Minnesota (hereinafter
the “Railroad”), 200 South Mill Street, Redwood Falls, MN 56283.

WHEREAS, the Railroad and County need to clear a sight triangle at the intersection of CSAH
25 and the Railroad tracks on Parcel ID 55-996-0020 (the “Project”);

WHEREAS, the County and Railroad are establishing cost participation and;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and understandings contained
herein, the County and Railroad enter into the following Agreement:

AGREEMENT

1. TERM OF AGREEMENT: The term of this Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date,
and shall not terminate until a new agreement is accepted by both parties in writing.

2. SCOPE OF WORK AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF EACH PARTY:

a. As part of the Project, the Railroad agrees to the following:
i. Pay 50% of the tree removal costs.
ii. Provide flagging for the Railroad tracks.
iii. Be responsible for costs of its’ staff time as it relates to this Project;

b. The County agrees to the following:
i. Hire a contractor to remove trees in the area shown in Exhibit A.
ii. Pay 50% of the tree removal costs.
iii. Provide traffic control flagging for the roadway.
iv. Be responsible for costs of its’ staff time as it relates to this Project;
v. Coordinate with the adjacent parcel owner (MN DNR).

3. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVES.

a. Each party’s Authorized Representative is responsible for administering this Agreement and is
authorized to give and receive any notice required or permitted under this Agreement.

GENERAL PROVISIONS.

Liability: Each party is solely responsible for its own acts or omissions associated with the tasks
and deliverables covered by this Agreement. The liability of Local Government is governed by
Minn. Stat. Chapter 466 and other applicable law.

Indemnity: The parties agree to indemnify and hold harmless one another from any liability,
claims, losses, damages, costs, judgments, or expenses, including reasonable attorneys’ and other
professional fees, resulting directly or indirectly from any negligent, tortious or illegal act or
omission by the other party (including its officers, employees, agents and subcontractors) arising
from the terms of this Agreement, and against all loss by reason of the failure of the either party,
its agents, employees or subcontractors fully to perform all obligations under this Agreement.
For clarification and not by way of limitation, this obligation to indemnify and hold harmless
shall apply to all materials prepared or furnished pursuant to this Agreement, including, without
limitation, the unlawful disclosure or use of protected data, the work to complete the Project, and
the subsequent maintenance and use of the completed Project area. The terms and provisions of
this Section shall survive the expiration, suspension or termination of this Agreement

Audit: Under Minnesota Statutes §16C.05, subdivision 5, the books, records, documents and
accounting procedures and practices of County and Railroad relevant to this Agreement are
subject to examination by State and the Legislative Auditor for a minimum of six years.

Jurisdiction and Venue: Minnesota Law governs the validity, interpretation and enforcement of
this Agreement. Venue for all legal proceedings arising out of this agreement, or its breach, must
be in Redwood County, Minnesota.

Government Data Practices: The parties must comply with the Minnesota Government Data
Practices Act, Minn. Stat. Ch. 13, as it applies to all data provided by under this agreement, and
as it applies to all data created, collected, received, stored, used, maintained, or disseminated by
the parties under this agreement. The civil remedies of Minn. Stat. § 13.08 apply to the release of
the data referred to in this clause by either of the parties.

Assignment and Amendments:

1. Assignment. Neither party may assign nor transfer any rights or obligations under this
Agreement without the prior consent of the other party and a fully executed Assignment
Agreement, executed and approved by the same parties who executed and approved this
Agreement, or their successors in office.

ii. Amendments. Any amendment to this Agreement must be in writing and will not be effective
until it has been executed and approved by the same parties who executed this original
Agreement, or their successors in office.

Waiver; Agreement Complete:

i. Waiver. If a party fails to enforce any provision of this contract that failure does not waive the
provision or the party’s right to subsequently enforce it.



ii. Contract Complete. This Agreement contains all negotiations and agreements between the
parties. No other understanding regarding this contract, whether written or oral, may be used
to bind either party.

Severability. In the event that any portion of this Agreement shall be held to be invalid, such
invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Agreement.

Execution. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original and to constitute one and the same instrument. Electronic copies of this
Agreement, including without limitation, those transmitted by facsimile or scanned to an image
file, shall be considered originals.

An updated bridge priority list is needed to remove bridges that have been funded since July 5,
2022. The new list adds bridges that need to be replaced based on the 2022 Bridge Safety
Inspections. The bridges have also been re-prioritized based on condition and township
feedback.

Note that Redwood County received $2,825,250 in federal funds to rehabilitate or reconstruct
the CSAH 17 Goldmine Bridge #89850 over the Minnesota River in 2026. The bridge will remain
closed.

“GOLDMINE BRIDGE”

May 10, 2023 (Redwood Falls) — The Redwood County CSAH 17 “Goldmine” Bridge over the
Minnesota River will be permanently closed to traffic. This is due to cracked lower steel chords.
Additionally floor stringers are in very poor condition. The bridge could collapse at any moment.

The Redwood County Highway Department has secured $2.8 million dollars in Federal Funds for
rehabilitation or reconstruction to occur in 2026 and 2027. The Goldmine Bridge was originally built
in 1903. Rehabilitation or reconstruction options will be coordinated with the Minnesota Office of
Environmental Stewardship and Cultural Resources Historian, along with the Department of Natural
Resources and U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, among other local, state and federal organizations.

Background Information:

This spring the Highway Department closed this bridge due fo flooding. Once the fiood waters receded an inspection of the bridge was completed and cracks were found
in bottom chords. As of May 4, 2023 this fracture critical bridge has been closed due to the cracked steel chords and floor siringers which are in very poor condition.
Bridge collapse could occur at any moment with additional loading.

The Highway Department received proposals for structural Professional Engineering services from three firms:
1) Widseth: $292,145  2) Boiton and Menk: $657,723  3) Michael Baker: $800,197

The Goldmine Bridge was originally built in 1903. This bridge has a historic designation, low elevation that increases the frequency of fiooding and northem approach in
close praximity to the Minnesota River making this a complex project requiring careful coordination between Redwood and Renville Counties, adjacent landowners and
the awarded engineering firm. Rehabilitation or reconstruction options will be coordinated with the Minnesota Office of Environmental Stewardship and Cultural
Resources Historian, along with the Department of Natural Resources and U.S Army Corps of Enginesrs, among other jocal, state and federal organizations.

Plan preparation and coordination will commence upon full execution of this contract. $2,825,250 in federal funding has been secured for 2026 and 2027 consfruction,

with final determination once federal funds are authorized.

REDWOOD COUNTY
AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this __ day of May, 2023 (the “Effective
Date”) by and between the County of Redwood, a political subdivision of the State of Minnesota
(the “County™), 1820 E Bridge Street, Redwood, Minnesota 56283, and Widseth (the
“Consultant™), 216 South Main Street, Crookston, MN 56716.

WHEREAS, the County is in need of Professional Bridge Engineering Services (the
“Project”); and

WHEREAS, the Consultant meets the needs of the County and is willing to provide the
services provided for in this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the County wishes to purchase the services from the Consultant pursuant to
the terms of this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and understandings contained
herein, the County and Consultant enter into the following Agreement:

AGREEMENT

1. TERM.

Notwithstanding the date of the signatures of the parties to this Agreement, the term of
this Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and, unless earlier terminated
pursuant to this Agreement, shall terminate on the date that all obligations have been
fulfilled and all deliverables have been approved by the County. The Consultant shall not
commence work on the Project until the County’s Authorized Representative issues a
written notice to proceed.

2 DUTIES OF THE CONSULTANT.

2.1  Nature of Duties. The Consultant shall provide the various professional and
consulting services for the Project as set forth in the Consultant’s Scope of Services
attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated into this Agreement by reference. The
Consultant shall confer with the County’s Authorized Representative as often as is
necessary in connection with the services to be performed under this Agreement.

2.2  Personnel. All work the Consultant is to perform shall be performed by
competent and qualified personnel. Kent Rohr will have primary responsibility for
performing the work under this Agreement on behalf of the Consultant and will serve as
the Consultant’s primary contact with the County. The Consultant’s Lead Bridge
Engineer will be Kent Rohr, Lead Road Approach Engineer will be Tracey Von
Bargen, and Lead Engineer coordinating environmental work, categorical exclusions and
permits will be Mike Pederson. The Consultant shall not change the person primarily



responsible for performing the work under this Agreement without the prior written
approval of the County’s Authorized Representative.

2.3 Project Timing. The Consultant shall not start work on the Project until the
Consultant has received from the County’s Authorized Representative written notice to
proceed. All work and services required by this Agreement shall be completed in
accordance with the schedule attached hereto as Exhibit B. The Consultant
acknowledges that the time within which services must be rendered is of primary
importance to the County and is of the essence to this Agreement. All services and
information to be performed or furnished under this Agreement shall be performed or
furnished as promptly as possible.

24  Final Documents. The Consultant shall provide all documentation of the work to
be performed under this Agreement. The documents shall be furnished in a format
acceptable to the County. Upon completion of the work, the Consultant shall also deliver
to the County copies of all correspondence, drawings, reports and all other documents
either generated by or received by the Consultant in the performance of the work and
services required by this Agreement.

2.5  Standard of Care and Liability for Work. In performing the work under this
Agreement, the Consultant will use that degree of care, knowledge and skill ordinarily
exercised by other reputable professionals in the field under like circumstances within the
State of Minnesota.

ITEMS PROVIDED BY THE COUNTY.

After authorizing the Consultant to begin work, the County will furnish any data or
materials in its possession relating to the Project that may be of use to the Consultant in
performing the work. The Consultant shall make an analysis of all data and information
furnished by the County. If any data or information is found to be incorrect or
incomplete by the Consultant, this fact shall be brought to the attention of the County’s
Authorized Representative before the Consultant proceeds with any affected portion of
the Project. All data or materials provided to the Consultant will remain the property of
the County and must promptly be returned to the County upon expiration or termination
of this Agreement.

PAYMENT TO CONSULTANT.

4.1  Rates and Contract Maximum. For services satisfactorily completed in
accordance with this Agreement, the County shall pay the Consultant in accordance with
the project amounts specified in Exhibit C. Notwithstanding any provision to the
contrary, the total compensation payable to the Consultant for services and expenses
under this Agreement shall not exceed $292,145.00 (the “Contract Maximum). In the
event the County requests services that would require payment in excess of the Contract
Maximum, the Consultant shall not proceed until such time as the County has approved
such modification or addition by written amendment to this Agreement.




4.2 Payment of Costs. Reimbursable expenses are included in the project amounts
specified in Exhibit C. No additional charges for expenses or reimbursements will be
allowed without the prior written authorization of the County’s Authorized
Representative.

4.3  Billing by Consultant. The amounts to be paid under this Agreement shall be paid
only if work has been satisfactorily performed as determined by the County’s Authorized
Representative and consistent with the amounts set forth in Exhibit C. The Consultant
shall submit an invoice monthly in a form acceptable to the County’s Authorized
Representatives.

44  Payment by County. Within thirty-five (35) days of the approval of the invoice
by the County, the County shall mail payment of the approved amount to the Consultant
for all services satisfactorily performed or make reasonable arrangements for payment
acceptable to the Consultant. No claim for expenses or services not specifically provided
for herein shall be honored by the County. Amounts disputed need not be paid until the
dispute is resolved. Final payment due to the Consultant will be made by the County
when all work and services have been satisfactorily performed and all documents have
been delivered to the County in accordance with this Agreement. All payments shall be
issued to:

AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE.

Anthony Sellner shall serve as the Authorized Representative of the County and as the
liaison with the Consultant. The County shall have the right to change its Authorized
Representative from time to time and shall inform the Consultant of any such change.
The Authorized Representative shall have the express authority to make all contacts with
the Consultant on behalf of the County and to instruct the Consultant to perform the
various services described in this Agreement. The Consultant shall submit reports,
invoices and other materials prepared pursuant to this Agreement to the County’s
Authorized Representative, by mailing or delivering them to:

RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE PARTIES.

6.1 Independent Contractor. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as creating
the relationship of co-partners, joint ventures, or an association, nor shall the Consultant,




be considered an employee, agent or representative of the County. The Consultant is to
be and shall remain an independent contractor with respect to all services performed
under this Agreement. Consultant shall utilize the Redwood County Attorney’s Office
personnel to perform all services under this Agreement.

6.2  No Agency. Consultant shall have the authority to act on behalf of the County
only to the extent expressly provided for in this Agreement, unless otherwise modified by
the parties in writing.

INSURANCE AND INDEMNIFICATION.

7.1 Insurance. Consultant shall comply with the insurance requirements set forth in
Exhibit D, attached to this Agreement and incorporated herein by reference.

7.2 Indemnification by Consultant. Consultant agrees to indemnify and hold
harmless the County and its officers, officials, agents, volunteers and employees from
any liability, claims, losses, damages, costs, judgments, or expenses, including reasonable
attorneys’ and other professional fees, resulting directly or indirectly from any negligent,
tortious or illegal act or omission, including without limitation, professional errors or
omissions by the Consultant arising from the performance of its services pursuant to this
Agreement, and against all loss by reason of the failure of the Consultant to fully to
perform all obligations under this Agreement. For clarification and not by way of
limitation, this obligation to indemnify and hold harmless shall apply to all materials
prepared or furnished pursuant to this Agreement, including, without limitation, and the
unlawful disclosure or use of protected data or other noncompliance with the Records and
Information provisions set forth in Section 8. The terms and provisions of this Section 7
shall survive the expiration, suspension or termination of this Agreement.

7.3  Indemnification by County. County agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the
Consultant from any liability, claims, losses, damages, costs, judgments, or expenses,
including reasonable attorneys’ and other professional fees, resulting directly or
indirectly from any negligent, tortious or illegal act or omission by the County (including
its officers, employees, agents and subcontractors) arising from the terms of this
Agreement, and against all loss by reason of the failure of the County, its agents,
employees or subcontractors fully to perform all obligations under this Agreement. For
clarification and not by way of limitation, this obligation to indemnify and hold harmless
shall apply to all materials prepared or furnished pursuant to this Agreement, including,
without limitation, the unlawful disclosure or use of protected data or other
noncompliance with the Records and Information provisions set forth in Section 8. The
terms and provisions of this Section 7 shall survive the expiration, suspension or
termination of this Agreement.

RECORDS AND INFORMATION.

8.1  Ownership of Documents. Intellectual Property Rights and Confidentiality. All
documents, reports, recommendations, and other work prepared or furnished by
Consultant pursuant to this Agreement are work products of the County and shall be the
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property of the County. Consultant represents and certifies that the works and documents
created and paid for under this Agreement do not and will not infringe upon any
intellectual property rights of other persons or entities. Consultant shall furnish the
County with all products upon completion of the work, and at any other time as requested
by the County. Consultant may retain copies of all such work products and related
documents, but Consultant may not use the work products and related documents for any
purpose not related to the Project without the County’s consent. No reports, documents,
or other information that are generated under this Agreement shall be released by
Consultant except as required to be released by the Minnesota Data Practices Act or with
the approval of the Authorized Representative.

8.2  Data Practices. The Consultant must comply with the Minnesota Government
Data Practices Act (Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13) as it applies to all data provided to
the Consultant by the County under this Agreement and as it applies to all data created,
collected, received, stored, used, maintained, or disseminated by Consultant pursuant to
this Agreement. If the Consultant receives a request to release data pursuant to this
Section 8.2, the Consultant shall notify the County immediately and consult with the
County as to how the Consultant should respond to the request. The Consultant’s
response shall comply with applicable law.

8.3  Private and Confidential Data. The Consultant shall comply with the provisions
of the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act (Minnesota Statutes Ch. 13) and all
other applicable state and federal laws, rules and regulations relating to data privacy or
confidentiality, which may include the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability
Act (HIPAA and/or the Health Information Technology for Economic and Clinical
Health Act (HITECH). Consultant further acknowledges that the classification of data as
trade secret data will be determined based on applicable law, and labeling data as trade
secret data will not necessarily make it so.

8.4  County Network Connection. Consultant acknowledges that this Agreement does
not authorize Consultant to make any connection to the County’s network through the use
of any hardware or through a Virtual Private Network (VPN). In the event a VPN or
other network connection becomes necessary or convenient during the term of this
Agreement, Consultant shall not make any such connection without first obtaining the
express written consent of the County’s Information Technology Director and executing
and delivering to the County copy of the County’s then-current Information Technology
Usage Agreement.

AUDIT.

Consultant shall maintain complete and accurate records with respect to costs incurred
and services performed under this Agreement for a period of at least six (6) years after
the termination of this Agreement. Pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 16C.05, Subd. 5, Consultant
shall allow the County or other persons or agencies authorized by the County, including
the Legislative or State Auditor, access to the records of Consultant at reasonable hours,

including all books, records, documents, and accounting procedures and practices of
Consultant relevant to the subject matter of the Agreement, for purposes of audit.

NOTICE.

Any notices required or permitted to be given under this Agreement: (i) shall be in
writing signed by or on behalf of the party making the same; (ii) shall be deemed given or
delivered (a) if delivered personally, when received, (b) if sent from within the United
States by registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, on the
third business day after mailing, or (c) if sent by messenger or reputable overnight courier
service, on the next business day after mailing; and (iii) shall be addressed to each party
at its address set forth in this Agreement, or at such other address as the parties shall
designate in writing by personal delivery, certified mail, or overnight courier service.

DISPUTES.

The County’s Authorized Representative will be the initial interpreter of the requirements
of this Agreement and will determine the acceptability of the work to be provided
hereunder. All claims, disputes and other matters relating to the acceptability of the work
must be referred to the County’s Authorized Representative in writing with a request that
a formal decision be made within a reasonable period of time. Written notice of each
claim, dispute or other matter must be delivered to the County’s Authorized
Representative within 30 days of the occurrence of the event giving rise to the claim,
dispute or other matter. All data supporting the claim, dispute or other matter must be
submitted to the County’s Authorized Representative within 45 days of the event, unless
the County’s Authorized Representative allows for additional time based on the
availability of complete and accurate data. The Consultant shall continue to perform
while the claim or dispute is pending. The issuance of a decision by the County’s
Authorized Representative shall be a condition precedent to the Consultant’s exercise of
the rights and remedies the Consultant may have under this Agreement or at law with
respect to the claim, dispute or other matter.

TERMINATION AND SUSPENSION.

12.1 County Termination and Suspension With Cause. This Agreement may be
suspended or terminated by the County if the Consultant violates any of the terms

or conditions of this Agreement as determined by the County. In the event the
County exercises its right to suspend or terminate this Agreement, the County
shall submit written notice to the Consultant specifying the extent of the
suspension or termination and the reasons therefore, and the date upon which
suspension or termination becomes effective.

12.2  County Termination and Suspension Without Cause. The County may terminate
this Agreement without cause by giving at least 30 days written notice to the
Consultant. Upon receipt of a notice of such termination, the Consultant shall
take all action necessary to discontinue work or further commit County funds.

12.3  Consultant Termination With Cause. This Agreement may be terminated by the
Consultant if the County violates any of the terms or conditions of this Agreement
as determined by the Consultant. In the event the Consultant exercises its right to
terminate this Agreement, the Consultant shall submit written notice to the
County specifying the reasons therefore, and the date upon which termination
becomes effective.

12. 4 Consultant Termination Without Cause. The Consultant may terminate this
Agreement without cause by giving at least 30 days written notice to the County.
Upon County’s receipt of a notice of such termination, the Consultant shall cease
all work on the Project and provide all documents pertaining to the Project to the
County as soon as is reasonably feasible, but not longer than five (5) business
dates from the County’s receipt of the notice of termination.

12.5 Payment upon Termination and Suspension With or Without Cause. The
Consultant shall be entitled to payment for all work satisfactorily performed up to
the day the termination or suspension takes effect, as determined by the County.

SURVIVAL.

The provisions of this Agreement which, by their terms, impose obligations that are
continuing in nature and which must survive in order to give effect to their meaning will
survive the expiration or termination of this Agreement, including, without limitation, the
following clauses: Sections 2.5 (Standard of Care and Liability for Work); 7 (Insurance
and Indemnification); 8 (Records and Information); 9 (Audit); 14.3 (Governing Law;
Jurisdiction; Venue).

GENERAL PROVISIONS.

14.1 Entire Agreement: Amendments; Conflicts. This Agreement (including the
exhibits attached hereto) constitutes the entire agreement and understanding of the parties
with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous
agreements, documents and proposals, oral or written, between the parties with respect
thereto. Any amendment or modification to this Agreement shall not be valid unless such
amendment or modification (i) is in writing and signed by authorized representatives of
both parties and (ii) references this Agreement. The terms and conditions of the exhibits
are integral parts of this Agreement and are fully incorporated herein by this reference.

14.2 Compliance with Applicable Law. The Consultant agrees to comply with
applicable federal, state and local laws or ordinances, and applicable rules, regulations,
and standards established by any agency of such governmental units, which are now or
hereafter promulgated insofar as they relate to the Consultant’s performance of the
provisions of this Agreement. It shall be the obligation of the Consultant to maintain, pay
for and obtain all licenses required by any governmental agency for the provision of those
services contemplated herein.




14.3  Governing Law: Jurisdiction; Venue. This Agreement shall be governed by the
laws of the State of Minnesota, without regard to its conflict of laws rules. For the
purpose of resolving conflicts related to or arising out of this Agreement, the parties
expressly agree that venue shall be exclusively in the State of Minnesota, County of
Redwood. The parties hereby expressly consent to the exclusive personal jurisdiction of
the federal and state courts located in the State of Minnesota, regardless of the citizenship
or residency of either party at the time of the commencement of any legal proceeding.

144 Debarment. Consultant certifies that it is not prohibited from doing business with
either the federal government or the State of Minnesota as a result of any debarment or
suspension proceedings. Consultant’s certification is a material representation upon
which the County’s approval of this Agreement is based. Consultant shall provide
immediate written notice to the County’s authorized representative if at any time
Consultant learns that this certification is erroneous or becomes erroneous due to changed
circumstances.

14.5 Conflict of Interest. The Consultant affirms that, to the best of the Consultant’s
knowledge, the Consultant’s involvement in this Agreement does not result in a conflict
of interest with any party or entity, which may be affected by the terms of this
Agreement. The Consultant agrees that, should any conflict or potential conflict of
interest become known to the Consultant, it will immediately notify the County of the
conflict or potential conflict, specifying the part of this Agreement giving rise to the
conflict or potential conflict, and will advise the County whether the Consultant will or
will not resign from the other engagement or representation.

14.6  Assignment and Delegation. Neither party shall assign its rights or delegate its
duties under this Agreement without receiving the prior written consent of the other

party.

14.7  Successors in Interest. The provisions of this Agreement shall be binding upon
and inure to the benefit of the parties and their permitted successors and assigns.

14.8  Severability. In the event that any portion of this Agreement shall be held to be
invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Agreement.

14.9  Execution. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of
which shall be deemed an original and to constitute one and the same instrument.
Electronic copies of this Agreement, including without limitation, those transmitted by
facsimile or scanned to an image file, shall be considered originals.

EXHIBIT A
SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Consultant agrees to provide Consultation Services for the County during the term of this
Agreement. The Consultant shall use sound and independent professional judgment in
performing these duties. Said “Consultation Services” include the following:

Widseth will create rehabilitation and preservation or replacement options of Bridge 89850 on
CSAH 17, a 191 high truss, historic, steel, 3 span bridge. The bridge was built in 1903,
remodeled in 1961, and load posted to 5 ton in 2021. The current ADT on CSAH 17 is 510
vehicles per day, and is an important bridge for local traffic. If the bridge closes, the detour
ranges from 12 miles (west) to 14 miles (east).

The current rehabilitation and preservation cost estimate is unknown. The current replacement
cost estimate is $2,825,250. The basis for this estimate was assuming a new 3 span beam bridge
with a total length of 231 feet and a 32’ width, at a cost of $300 per square foot, and an
additional $400,000 for eligible approach grading as required to elevate the bridge above the
required floodplain. The road north of the Minnesota River Bridge 89850 is under the
Jurisdiction of Renville County, and overtops frequently after rain events. The Minnesota River
channel is migrating in a way which jeopardizes the roadway north of the existing bridge;
therefore evaluation of alternative bridge locations and/or streambank stabilization will be
required as part of this project.

Federal Bridge Funds will be the primary funding mechanism, supplemented by Redwood
County and Renville County CSAH funds. Redwood County intends for Widseth to apply for
additional federal funds through the Bridge Investment Program (BIP) Grant.

The tentative construction start date is April 2026. Redwood County requires all consultant
work prescribed herein to be complete by October of 2025 so that proper right-of-way
acquisition can occur.

Widseth will complete the following items and meet all Federal Aid and State Aid plan and
funding requirements:
1) Project kickoff meeting (in person), review project delivery schedule and review bridge;
2) Virtual 30 minute team coordination meetings (two per month) with key staff. Widseth
will generate a running project action item log for each meeting that lists deliverables,
personnel responsible, assignment date, assignment due date, comments and note whether
the action item is open or closed;
3) All State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO), Historian and Cultural Resources Unit
(CRU) Coordination;
4) Bridge number request;
5) Gopher State One Call (GSOC) to obtain utility info/maps;
6) Road and bridge survey;
7) Create, propose and review alternative bridge crossing locations. Consultant to consider
County obtained property owner feedback, floodplain and existing LIDAR contours;
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8) Preliminary hydraulic design and risk assessment;

9) Final hydraulic design and risk assessment;

10) Preliminary design session with Renville and Redwood County (2 each, 1 hour sessions);

11) Minnesota River streambank stabilization review sessions (2 each, 1 hour sessions);

12) Utility design and relocation meeting (2 hour);

13) Wetland delineation and permitting services. The consultant will need to delineate
wetlands, provide delineation report, TEP meeting, complete MN Interagency Water
Resource Application Form, Transaction Form to Withdraw Credits and coordinate
purchase agreement for wetland banking credits.

14) Preliminary bridge and approach plans;

15) All coordination required to complete the Categorical Exclusion or Environmental
Assessment, to include: Corps of Engineers Review, Department of Natural Resources
Review, Threatened-Endangered Species Review, Aeronautics Review, MN Pollution
Control Agency Review, Board of Soil and Water Resources Review and Construction
Noise Review.

16) Bridge Investment Program Construction Grant Application, including draft letters of
support;

17) Virtual preliminary plan - redline review meeting (2 hour);

18) Final Bridge and approach plans;

19) Final, signed plat, parcel exhibits and legal descriptions for any new right-of-way or
easements;

20) Signed engineers estimate;

21) Federal Aid and State Aid Plan Review Checklists;

22) Division SB specifications;

23) Lab Testing and Plan Inspection Services Request Form;

24) Load Rating form for new bridge;

25) Permit acquisition (DNR, COE, NPDES);

26) Responding to contractor technical questions during bidding and construction (assume
120 hours);

27) Geotechnical engineer coordination in order to obtain soil borings.

28) Asbestos and Hazardous Waste Report coordination.

29) Coordination with the historian, State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) and Cultural
Resources Office (CRU).

30) All monthly project billings will include the project SP number, new bridge number,
existing bridge number, total billings to date and total contract amount. Widseth’s
project manager will also submit monthly breakdowns showing percent completion of
each task, and percent of budget used for each task.

The County will:

1) Obtain the project SP number;

2) Setup a landowner meeting with adjacent property owners to receive feedback prior to
beginning review of alternative bridge crossing locations;

3) Be responsible for ROW and easement acquisition and submitting packages to MnDOT
for review and approval;

4) Acquire letters of support from project stakeholders and legislatures using the
consultant’s draft template for the Bridge Investment Program;
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5) Provide contact info for utility companies;
6) Provide spaces for all in person meetings.

With the exception of delays due to external agencies (SHPO, CRU, DNR, COE, etc), if the
project deliverables become delayed greater than 120 days, a notice of default will be issued, and
if delayed greater than 180 days, the contract will be terminated and the consultant will be
required to turn over all current files.

RESOLUTION APPROVING A
TRANSPORTATION SALES AND USE TAX

WHEREAS, Redwood County's transportation infrastructure is vital to the County's
economy and has a direct impact on future economic development; and

WHEREAS, poorly constructed and maintained transportation infrastructure creates a
safety hazard for motorists and pedestrians which diminishes our citizens' quality of life; and

WHEREAS, funding for highway and transit systems in Minnesota has remained
stagnant and is failing to keep pace with the rising costs of properly maintaining and
constructing our transportation infrastructure; and

WHEREAS, the Redwood County Board of Commissioners wishes to diversify and
expand its revenues to pay for the rising costs of constructing and maintaining its
transportation infrastructure; and

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statute 297A.993 authorizes the board of a county outside
the metropolitan transportation area, as defined under section 297A.992, subdivision 1, by
resolution following a public hearing, to impose a transportation sales tax at a rate of up to
one-half of one percent (.5%) on retail sales and uses; and

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statute 207A.993 further requires that the proceeds of said
taxes must be dedicated exclusively to: (1) payment of the capital cost of a specific
transportation project or improvement; (2) payment of the costs, which may include both
capital and operating costs, of a specific transit project or improvement; (3) payment of the
capital costs of a safe routes to school program; or (4) payment of transit operating costs; or
(5) payment of the capital cost of constructing buildings and other facilities for maintaining
transportation or transit projects or improvements; and

WHEREAS, the Redwood County Board of Commissioners desires to implement said
sales and use tax and have the State Department of Revenue collect the same; and

WHEREAS, the proceeds of said tax must be spent on projects identified in the
attached list of improvement projects; and

WHEREAS, the attached County Improvement Projects List- may be amended by
future actions of the Redwood County Board of Commissioners after a public hearing; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Minnesota Statute 297A.993, the Redwood County Board
advertised and held a public hearing on September 6, 2022 to take oral and written comments
on the possible authorization of a transportation sales and use tax in Redwood County to
fund the attached Road Improvement Projects List.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Redwood County Board of
Commissioners authorizes and imposes a one-half of one percent (.5%) sales and use tax
countywide as provided for in Minnesota State Statute 297A.993 beginning April 1, 2019 and
each subsequent year thereafter.

May 10, 2023 (Redwood Falls) — The Redwood County CSAH 17 “Goldmine” Bridge over the
Minnesota River will be permanently closed to traffic. This is due to cracked lower steel chords.
Additionally floor stringers are in very poor condition. The bridge could collapse at any moment.

The Redwood County Highway Department has secured $2.8 million dollars in Federal Funds for
rehabilitation or reconstruction to occur in 2026 and 2027. The Goldmine Bridge was originally built
in 1903. Rehabilitation or reconstruction options will be coordinated with the Minnesota Office of
Environmental Stewardship and Cultural Resources Historian, along with the Department of Natural
Resources and U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, among other local, state and federal organizations.

CSAH 2, 3,4, 5,7, 10, 12, 16 and 45 are deteriorating rapidly and are in need of a mill and overlay this year, done by either
the maintenance forces or a contractor. Our maintenance forces can acquire hot mix asphalt for between $70/ton to $150 per
ton, excluding our maintenance forces time and material costs to transport and install. Our maintenance forces do not have
the ability to mill the roadway, nor the ability to effectively transport and install 40,000 to 50,000 tons of asphalt. The cost of a
contractor to install an overlay would be less than $70 per ton, which includes all transportation and installation costs.
Additional contractor costs will need to be included for mobilization, milling and striping.

The expected cost of this project is $4.4M. Overlays on these roads would be funded by advancing 2024 State Aid
Construction funds and utilizing projected 2024 sales tax funds.

The cost of a contractor to install the 1" overlay would be less than $70 per ton, which includes all transporation and installation costs.

The expected cost for Knife River to do this work is $50,000 to $60,000 per mile, totalling $600,000. This would be funded through State Aid
Construction funds. Completing this work would require the Highway Department to advance additional funds from 2025 to 2024, or to bond
additional funds in 2024 for the regular programmed construction.

CONTRACT FOR CONFLICT PROSECUTION SERVICES
BETWEEN CITY OF REDWOOD FALLS
AND REDWOOD COUNTY

WHEREAS, This Conflict Prosecution Services contract (“Agreement”) is made by and
between the City of Redwood Falls (“City”), a Minnesota municipal corporation, and the County
of Redwood (“County”), a political subdivision of the State of Minnesota.

RECITALS

Minn. Stat. Sec. 484.87, subd. 3 requires that the prosecution of certain petty
misdemeanor, misdemeanor, and gross misdemeanor violations of state law be
handled by the Redwood Falls City Attorney (“City Attorney”).

Under certain circumstances, such as the prosecution of an alleged offense
involving city employees, council members, or when conflicts of interest may exist
that would preclude prosecution of an alleged offense by the City Attorney, the City
may need to involve an outside prosecutor to provide prosecution services on behalf
of the City (“Conflict Prosecution Attorney”).

County, through the Redwood County Attorney’s Office as the Conflict
Prosecution Attorney, is willing to provide Conflict Prosecution Services on an as-
needed basis to the City.

City and County desire to memorialize their agreement on the scope of work and
fee arrangements.

I DEFINITIONS

A.

Criminal Prosecution shall mean providing legal representation on behalf of the
City for the enforcement of laws of the State of Minnesota or the ordinances of the
City using the criminal justice system. Criminal Prosecution specifically involves
the prosecution of all city ordinance violations, petty misdemeanors, all
misdemeanors, and any gross misdemeanor violations of Minn. Stat. Sections
169A, 171, and 169 occurring within the City or where State statutes otherwise
confer prosecutorial jurisdiction over the offense on the prosecuting authority for
the City.

Conflict Prosecution Services shall mean providing legal representation on behalf
of the City for Criminal Prosecution when the City Attomey, in its discretion,
determines a conflict of interest exists in a specific circumstance that warrants a
Conflict Prosecution Attorney. Conflict Prosecution Services shall include all
prosecution services to victims of crime as provided in Minnesota Statute Chapter
611A.



IL. SERVICES PROVIDED
County shall provide Conflict Prosecution Services during the term of this Agreement.
III. FILES AND RECORDS

File Maintenance. County will keep complete files and records for all matters handled for
the City in accordance with County’s approved Data Retention Schedule. All files and records may
be created, maintained, and stored electronically. An updated index of such files will be provided
to the City upon request. Files no longer needed for current matters may be commercially archived,
and any cost of said archiving shall be a charge, which may be billed in addition to the fees set
forth in Section IV. If the City desires any or all of its files, County shall incur the copy cost on
any file copies that County desires to copy and retain.

Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes § 16C.05, Subd. 5, as applicable, County agrees that the
books, records, documents, and accounting procedures and practices of County, that are relevant
to the Agreement or transaction, are subject to examination by the City and either the legislative
auditor or the state auditor, as appropriate, for a minimum of six years. County shall maintain such
records for a minimum of six years after payment of the last invoice sent upon resolution of each
criminal matter.

Data Practices Act. Pursuant to the provisions of Minn. Stat. § 13.05 subd. 11, all data
created, collected, received, stored, used, maintained, or disseminated by County in performing
Conflict Prosecution Services on behalf of the City is subject to the requirements of Minnesota
Statutes Chapter 13, and County shall comply with the requirements of Minnesota Statutes Chapter
13. All data supplied to County shall be administered consistent with the provisions of Minnesota
Statutes Chapter 13 and data on individuals shall be maintained according to the statutory
provisions applicable to the data.

File Destruction. County may destroy files and records pertaining to a concluded matter
in accordance with County’s approved Data Retention Schedule.

IV. FEES, CHARGES AND BILLING

County will bill the City monthly for the following fees and charges for Conflict Prosecution
Services provided to the City as follows:

Scope of Services Fees

All Inclusive Billing Rate $175/hour
All time will be billed in minimum increments of one-fourth (.25) hour.

V. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR



The parties intend than an independent contractor relationship will be created by this
Agreement. The City is interested only in the results to be achieved, and the conduct and control
of the work will lie solely with the County. County is not to be considered an agent or employee
of the City for any purpose. No tenure or any rights or benefits, including workers compensation,
unemployment insurance, medical care, sick leave, vacation leave, severance pay, PERA, or other
benefits available to City employees, shall accrue to the County.

V. INSURANCE

County agrees under the indemnity provisions set forth below, the County will at all times
during the term of this Agreement keep appropriate insurance in force.

VI. HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFY

County agrees that it will defend, indemnify and hold harmless the City, its elected
officials, officers, employees, and volunteers against any and all liability, loss, costs, damages,
and expenses which the City, its elected officials, officers, employees, or volunteers may
hereafter sustain, incur or be required to pay arising out of the County’s negligent performance
or failure to adequately perform their obligations pursuant to this Agreement.

VII. TERM

This Agreement shall be effective as of May 16, 2023, and shall continue until such time
as it is terminated by either party. Either party may terminate this Agreement by providing sixty
(60) days’ written notice to the other party.

VIII. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties, and any prior
understanding or representation of any kind preceding the date of this Agreement shall not be
binding on either party except to the extent incorporated in this Agreement.

IX. MODIFICATION OF AGREEMENT

Any modification of this Agreement or additional obligation assumed by either party in
connection with this Agreement shall be binding only if in writing signed by each party or an
authorized representative of each party.

X. GOVERNING LAW

This Agreement shall be governed by, construed, and enforced in accordance with the laws
of Minnesota.

XI. CONFLICT OF INTEREST
Conflict Prosecution Attomey affirms that, to the best of the Conflict Prosecution Attorney’ s
knowledge, the Conflict Prosecution Attorney’ s involvement in this Agreement does not result in a



conflict of interest with any party or entity, which may be affected by the terms of this Agreement. Should
any conflict or potential conflict of interest, as identified by Conflict Prosecution Attorney, become
known to Conflict Prosecution Attorney, it will immediately notify the City Attormey of the conilict or
potential conflict and will advise the City Attorney whether the Conflict Prosecution Attorney will or will
not resign from Conflict Prosecution Services. Should the Conflict Prosecution Attorney resign from
Conflict Prosecution Services, the matter shall be returned to the City Attorney.

Please accept this letter from the LINC Redwood County Board of Directors for a 2024 funding request of $8,500 to deliver
LINC Redwood County’s Leadership Program for the 2023-24 program year.

LINC Redwood County is a nine-month leadership program organized by a Board of Directors and fiscally hosted under the
Redwood Are Communities Foundation. The program runs from September through May, meeting on the second Tuesday of
each month in different communities covering the entire geography of Redwood County. Those who live, work or worship in
Redwood County or have a child attending a Redwood County school may apply to be a selected as a participant. The LINC
Board selects 24 qualified candidates from the applications based on a diverse representation and a demonstrated interest in the
future of the county. Each monthly session consists of an educational leadership program in the morning to include, creating
positive relationships, followership, ethics, cultural awareness and much more. The afternoon is spent touring local businesses,
historic sites, farms and unique assets in the county. On the tours, the group learns how these places benefit Redwood County,
the important role they play for everyone living within the county and awareness to hidden treasures which exist within our own
county. The current cost of the program is $450 which includes education and lunch for each session and scholarships are
available for those who demonstrate financial need.

We are entering into our seventh year of operation and our sixth cohort for the 2023-24 Program Year, with over 115 individuals
having gone through our program. Since inception LINC contracted with the University of Minnesota Extension Center for
Community Vitality, to provide the educational workshops through their Bridging Program. Extension underwent a series of
activities with existing Bridging Programs across southwestern Minnesota and decided to change the program model. The model
presented to the LINC Board was assessed and determined it would not meet our program needs. As such, we have opted to
maintain the existing model and no longer contract all of the educational workshops with Extension. We have attained speaker
proposals from three qualified educators to provide the workshops to include the University of Minnesota Extension’s Center for
Community Vitality, retired Extension Educator, Catherine (Catie) Rasmussen, and Ann Vote of Impact to Influence. We are
confident the selection of educators will serve our program and maintain the continuity to our goals. The total cost of the
educational sessions is $8,500; which includes delivery of the educational services for the nine sessions, mileage, assessments and
transportation for the final session. If supported, a one-time funding appropriation is requested for the 2024 year in May,
following our last session. It is our desire to attain the necessary approvals by the end of May 2023 in an effort to execute the
contract agreements and begin recruiting for the next cohort at the end of June.

At the core of a vibrant and growing community, are the people. We believe the LINC Redwood County program provides
participants the necessary tools to lead; be inspired to invest in their community through time, skills and monetarily; develop
meaningful, strong and fostered relationships within their network to achieve community goals; and create positive impact and
serve as change makers needed today and in the future.

On behalf of the Redwood County LINC Board of Directors, we extend a sincere thank you for the years of support to our
program and appreciate the consideration of the funding request of $8,500 for the 2023-24 program year.

Thank you for your support of Farmfest 2023 (the “Event”). This Letter of Agreement
(“Agreement”) is a contract between Redwood County EDA (“Company” or “Sponsor”) and
IDEAg Group, LLC (“IDEAg”) regarding Company’s co-sponsorship of the Exhibitor Lounge at the
Event, being held in Redwood County, MN, August 1 -3, 2023.

1. County Ditch No. 70 {CD 70) is a drainage system located in the southern part of Redwood County,
Minnesota.

2. The undersigned petitioning landowners are the owners of properties located in Section 17 and
Section 18 of Charlestown Township, T. 109 North, R. 36 West, Redwood County, Minnesota.

3. The undersigned petitioners hereby petition the Redwood County Board of Commissioners, acting
as the drainage authority, to partially abandon the upper reach of CD 70 located in the Northwest %
of the Northwest % of Section 17 and the Southeast % of the Southeast % of Section 18 of
Charlestown Township, T. 109 North, R. 36 West, Redwood County, Minnesota.

4. The petition is offered as a result of affected lands either secured under a perpetual conservation
easement held by the State of Minnesota (State) or fee title purchased by the State of Minnesota.

5. That upon successful abandonment of that part of CD 70 herein described, the State will work with
the affected landowners to restore wetlands and adjoining uplands within the described properties
(Project).
